CHILD FIND NOTICE

Winchester Public Schools provides for a free and appropriate public education for all
children with disabilities, ages 2-21 inclusive, who:
e reside in the City of Winchester and are highly mobile such as homeless or
migrant;
o reside in the City of Winchester, including wards of the state, who are not home-
schooled or attending a private school; or
e attend a home-school or private school which is located within the geographic
boundaries of the City of Winchester.

Special Education and related services are available for persons who have disabilities in
the following areas: autism, deaf-blindness, developmental delay, deafness, hearing
impairment, intellectual disability, multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment, other
health impairment, emotional disability, severe disability, specific learning disability,
speech or language impairment, traumatic brain injury, and visual impairment.

In addition, free and appropriate public education services are available under the
Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (Section 504) and it’s supporting regulations for any qualified
child with a disability who: (1) has a physical or mental impairment which substantially
limits one or more major life activities; (2) has a record of such an impairment; and (3) is
regarded as having such an impairment.

If you suspect a child may have a disability or would like information about the
various disabilities, early warning signs, or benefits of early intervention, please call
the Winchester Public Schools Special Education Department at (540) 667-4253
between the hours of 7:30 a.m. and 4:00 p.m.

Las Escuelas Publicas de Winchester brindan un servicio publico gratuito y apropiado de
educacion para todos los nifios con discapacidades, de 2 a 21 afios inclusive, que:
e Residan en la ciudad de Winchester y tienen mucha movilidad, asi como sin hogar
0 migrante;
e Residan en la ciudad de Winchester, incluidos los pupilos del estado, que son no
educados en casa 0 asisten a una escuela privada; o
e Realizan educacion desde casa o escuela privada que se encuentra dentro de los
limites geograficos de la ciudad de Winchester.

La educacion especial y los servicios relacionados a esto estan disponibles para las
personas que presentan discapacidades en las siguientes areas: autismo, sordera-ceguera,
deficiencia intelectual, sordera, deficiencia auditiva, retraso del desarrollo, mdltiple
discapacidades, impedimento ortopédico, otro impedimento de salud, discapacidad
emocional , discapacidad severa, discapacidad especifica de aprendizaje, discapacidad del
habla o lenguaje,lesion cerebral traumatica y discapacidad visual.

Ademas, se dispone de servicios de educacién publica adecuados y gratuitos bajo la Ley
de Rehabilitacion de 1973 (Seccion 504) y esta apoyando regulaciones para cualquier nifio
calificado con una discapacidad que: (1) tiene una o discapacidad mental que limita
sustancialmente uno o méas de las actividades principales; (2) tiene un registro de dicho
impedimento; y (3) se considera como tener tal impedimento.
